WELCOME to St James’ today 
for our annual re-creation of 1st 
century Jerusalem! Together we 
are hoping to recapture that sense 
of excitement and expectation that 
greeted Jesus as he rode into the 
city on that donkey. We know 
what happened next but we hope 
the walk today will help us to ask: 
why did he do all this - for me?   
HOLY WEEK SERVICES As 
we all know, ‘Church’ isn’t just 
for Sundays! Most days there are 

prayers being said here - and that is especi-
ally true in Holy Week. On Maundy Thurs-
day evening, following the Gospel story, we 
have a quiet communion service remember-
ing the Last Supper Jesus shared with his 
friends. We then keep the Church open until 
10pm, recalling Jesus’ question to Peter, 
James and John: ‘couldn't you stay awake 
with me for one hour?’. On Good Friday we 
are invited to the Walk of Witness which 
starts at Angel Central at 12noon and moves 
to St Mary’s Church for a united service. At 
2pm we come back into St James’ and spend 
an hour with Jesus, finishing at 3pm, the 
hour he died. Do come if you can.  
EASTER DAY Finally, the biggest day in  
the Church’s year - Easter - with a bonfire, 
lots of good songs and an Easter egg hunt at 
the end with eggs ingeniously hidden in (and 
around) the Church!
